The OERB's Inception and Inspiration:

In 1993, leaders representing Oklahoma's oil producers and royalty owners, working with the Oklahoma
State Legislature, formed the OERB. Oklahoma's natural gas producers joined soon after. The OERB's
mission? To bring the vitality, contributions and environmental responsibility of Oklahoma's oil and natural
gas industry to light through positive action and education.

At the heart of this mission is the OERB's on-going commitment to cleaning up Oklahoma's orphaned and
abandoned well sites - sites left to ruin by those who have long since passed or disappeared. Funded
through a voluntary assessment paid by producers and royalty owners on the sale of oil and natural gas
in Oklahoma, the OERB's environmental restorations cost nothing to landowners or taxpayers.

In addition to its extensive environmental efforts, the OERB dedicates a great deal of time and funding to
providing educational programs for children of every age and background. In the wider community, the
OERB spreads positive messages about its environmental and educational activities and the Oklahoma
oil and natural gas industry through advertising and public relations. Today, the OERB has restored more
than 7,800 abandoned well sites and has reached more than 1 million Oklahoma students with its
educational programs. It is the first agency of its kind, and serves as a model program for other oil and
natural gas producing states.

If you need the password for this section, we can
provide it or if your Club does not have Internet access, forms will be mailed upon request.

Some of the information on the form can be completed before the meeting. A template can be created so
that only the specific program information will need to be completed after the meeting. Please complete
the form and submit within seven (7) days after the meeting. The form is to be mailed, emailed or faxed
to your Region Program Committee Representative and ADO. If your club is not sponsoring a program in
a particular month, a form should still be completed indicating “NO SCHEDULED MEETING.” If you need
any help in completing the form or have any questions, your Region Rep or | will be glad to assist you.
You will be receiving additional information from your Region Program Representative.

Also, please complete the “Club Meeting Schedule” and submit to your hard-working Region Program
Rep. This form will assist us in tracking the monthly Program reports.
